Prof. Dr. Denis Laborde, Musikethnologue, Centre Marc Bloch: Topographie musicale de
la terreur. Ukraine, Janvier 2024

During the month of January 2024, | traveled through several regions of Ukraine in search of songs of
lament. I'm not familiar with Ukrainian culture. | know neither the language nor the customs; | only
know what I've read about Ukraine, what my peripheral participation in the Polyphonic Project
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[https://www.polyphonyproject.com/en] has taught me, and what a few friendships I've made over
the years with Ukrainian singers at the Haizebegi festival, created with my students at the EHESS. In
short, I'm just an ethnomusicologist whose sole interest is singing humanity and who wanted to go to
the heart of an appalling context to question the practice of singing in wartime, a war which, like
others, removes “all limits to the manifestation of violence” (Clausewitz). On January 27, | listened to
the Ivan Honchar Museum's Master of Music sing traditional songs in front of 300 people on an almost
ordinary Saturday. On January 28, | met the grandmothers of the Chernobyl region. They were waiting
for me in their festive clothes in the disaster of a partly destroyed village, and they sang these
Ukrainian polyphonies that nourish our imaginations in an effort of dignity and sharing. On January
26, I was in Irpine, then Boutcha, to hear the testimony of survivors of the massacres of March 2022.
They had taken refuge in the cellars and sung half-heartedly to reassure the children while, outside,
Russian soldiers, drunk with everything, went from house to house exterminating the inhabitants,
either as a game or out of conviction. Obviously,” says Alicia, an economics teacher at Boutcha
secondary school, “singing doesn't change much, but at times like these, it helps and prevents our
children's cries from alerting the soldiers.” My proposal is in the register of testimonies and presents
itself as an invitation to joint reflection. How can we give an account of such an experience when we
find ourselves in an emotional grip? How can we make empathy a resource for ethnographic
observation without confusing it with identification? How can we turn this experience into the
framework of a scientific discourse that will help us better understand the “singing culture” we
encountered in Ukraine?

the ‘Spiral of Time’!: The Transformative Phenomenon of Music Throughout the

Centuries of Ukrainians’ Resistance
For centuries Ukrainians have gone through many stages of resistance, fighting for their freedom,
gaining and losing their independence. My talk is dedicated to the various levels and examples of
the topic “Music and Transformation”. In my speech | will discuss a few significant musical
compositions such as “Kalyna” and “Reve ta Stohne” that have supported Ukrainians throughout
the centuries, and have themselves undergone significant transformations in the sense of their
meanings and musical implementations. The songs will be analyzed and presented as the displays
of transformations of people at times of crucial need of the nation which are usually accompanied
by a change in status, way of life and habits (for instance, the transformation of intelligentsia into
military strata of society etc). Therefore, these compositions are at present considered the
symbols of Ukrainian liberation and perseverance, but also a callback to the same and only wish
of the nation throughout the centuries — to be a free, flourishing and independent country. That
is why one of the most important messages that the people of Ukraine (and beyond) project, while
singing these songs again and again in their various formats, is to finally break this ‘spiral of time’
and to enjoy singing these compositions as “the anthems of the dream victory” (B. Lukaniuk,
2023).
